Check Adjustment Acronyms & Abbreviations 

AID (Accounting Entry ID Number) - A field used to provide an account entry identifier involved in an adjustment case; often referred to as the reference number; found on the Statement of Account, under "REF" and to the right of the "batch number."

AMT (Amount)
AVDT (Advice Date)
C/L (Cash letter) - An interbank transmittal letter or form used for sending between banks for forward collection; also refers to a package of checks, the applicable details listing, and the actual transmittal letter or form.

CLED (Cash Letter Entry Date) - The date of the cash letter or entry date associated with the adjustment you are requesting; if the request involves an error in the cash letter, then use the date on the cash letter, but f the request involves a cash letter charged but not received timely, use the date the cash letter entry appears on the Statement of Account; in cases where a cash letter was not involved, such as AREQ, this field would represent the entry date.

CLT (Cash Letter Total) - Cash letters may contain several bundles; the total of all these bundles equal the cash letter total.

CR (Credit)
DR (Debit)
DUP (Duplicate Entry) - An entry that an institution received that appears to be a duplicate.

EBDL (Extra Bundle) - A bundle that is received without entry, but is payable by an institution.

ECL (Extra Cash Letter) - A cash or return letter that is received without entry but is payable by an institution.

E/E (Encoding Error) - Amount encoded incorrect on an item.

ENL (Enclosed Not Listed) - Items that are encoded for an amount different than the true (legal) amount; in determining what is the "true" amount, UCC 3-114 (1990) proves that if an instrument contains contradictory terms, typewritten terms prevail over printed terms, handwritten terms prevail over both, and words prevail over numbers.

ERR (Entry In Error) - An entry that was made to an institution in error; could refer to an entry that was a debit and should have been a credit or an entry that should have been made to another bank.

FREE (Free And Loose Item) - Items that are found free (without charge) and should have been included in the cash or return letter; also referred to as "loose" items.

FRN (Foreign)
FWD (Forward Check)
INFO (Information Request) - A request for information pertaining to a case or item.

L/A or LAS (Listed As) - The processed dollar amount of the item; the dollar listed on the detail listing.

LNE (Listed But Not Enclosed) - Items that are not received but are listed on the accompanying cash or return letter and reflected in the letter's total.

LST (Listing Error) - Items that are for an incorrect amount on cash or return letter total, occurring due to poor MICR ink quality, a damaged check, or a "piggyback" with another check; if the item is both an encoding and a listing error, it is treated as a listing error.

MCL (Missing Cash Letter) - A cash/return letter that is charged to an institution but was never received, or a missing cash/return credit.

NCH (Non-Cash Item) - Documents included in the cash return letter total that are not valid cash items, such as empty carriers or a deposit or control document.

NOI (Not Our Item) - Item charged in a cash/return letter not drawn or endorsed by the bank.

OPEN (Entry Date)
PMO (Postal Money Order) - A negotiable instrument purchased from the United States Postal Office; the Federal Reserve System accepts cashed PMO's for deposit, or an intermediary bank such as a Reserve Bank.

RREF (Original FRB Reference Number)
RTN (Return Check) - Checks dishonored by the paying bank, also referred to as "dishonored checks" or "returned items." 

S/B or SBE (Should Be) - The dollar amount for which the item should have been processed, the true (legal) amount; in determining the "true" amount, UCC 3-114 [1990] provides that, if an instrument contains contradictory terms, typewritten terms prevail over printed terms, handwritten terms prevail over both, and words prevail over numbers.

SBD (Savings Bonds)
SREF (Sender's Reference Number) - The reference number known or assigned by the sender to identify its request.

TT (Tape Total) - The bundle total dollar amount in which the item in question is contained.
